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New Project Needs 

Pedestrian and Bicycle Projects  

• This general description allows for specific projects to be defined through municipal agreements.   
• The TIP project will enable short-term implementation of priorities from the BiPed Plan. 
• The most significant need is the continuing implementation of Greensboro sidewalk projects that 

have been under development since the early 2000s.  
• The recent exhaustion of local Powell Bill funding resources and the committed status of 

remaining 2000 Transportation Bond funds means that STP-DA resources are needed in order for 
projects to continue before additional resources become available under a future transportation 
bond.  

• Highest priority projects include sidewalks on Randleman Road, East Bessemer Avenue, West 
Market Street, Holden Road, High Point Road, West Friendly Avenue, and Cotswold Avenue. 

• Recommendation: Up to $4 million in STP- DA funding plus $1 million local match, spread over FY 
2008, 2009, and 2010. 

Battleground Rail Trail Phase II  

• It is anticipated that the remainder of the old Atlantic & Yadkin rail line that parallels 
Battleground Avenue will be abandoned in the relatively near future.   

• Phase II of the Battleground Rail Trail is a key opportunity to provide a high-quality trail 
connection between the downtown and a planned regional trail network. The project will also 
serve as the western leg of the proposed Bicentennial Greenway Loop around Downtown 
Greensboro.  

• Setting up funding now will enable work to proceed once the corridor abandonment process 
begins. It will also serve as a reserve if abandonment is delayed or other priorities become critical. 

• Recommendation: Approximately $4.9 million in STP-DA funding plus $1.2 million local match, 
spread over FY 2009, and 2010, and 2011. 
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FY 2007-2013 MTIP Amendment for STP-DA Funds

Background 

As a Transportation Management Area, the MPO has the authority to direct available Federal 
Highway Program Surface Transportation Program Direct Apportionment (STP-DA) obligation 
authority to area transportation needs, subject to the provision of matching funds from the chief 
project sponsor. NCDOT reports that approximately $15.6 million in federal STP-DA funds is 
currently available for allocation between FY 2007 and 2013.  

This amendment addresses the STP-DA recommendations for 2008-2015 as explained in a 
separate document. It also shifts the year for existing Battleground Rail-Trail (EB-4709) funding from 
FY 2007 to FY 2008. 

The proposed action to direct these funds is based on a review of (1) current TIP project needs 
and (2) potentially achievable new needs and partnership projects. The proposed project 
recommendations and recommended actions have been developed in coordination with NCDOT.

Federal Highway Program Surface Transportation Program Direct Apportionment (STP-DA) obligation authority;

WHEREAS, the amendment shown on the attached sheets directs STP-DA funds and amends the MTIP to reflect 
the FY 2007-2013 STP-DA allocation; AND 
 
WHEREAS, NCDOT reports that $15.6 million in federal STP-DA funds is currently available to the MPO for 
allocation between FY 2007 and 2013; AND 
 
WHEREAS, the purpose of the action is to support the timely fulfillment of the FY 2009 – 2015 MPO Priority 
Needs List, which considers existing and anticipated multimodal needs, resource constraints, and state and local 
partnership opportunities, and which focuses on potentially achievable goals; AND 
 
WHEREAS, the proposed project recommendations and recommended actions have been developed in 
coordination with NCDOT; AND 
 
WHEREAS, the Greensboro Urban Area is in conformity with the North Carolina State Implementation Plan for 
maintenance of the National Ambient Air Quality Standards; AND 
 
WHEREAS, on April 12, 2005 the Federal Highway Administration and the Federal Transit Administration jointly 
certified that the MPO substantially meets the federal metropolitan transportation planning requirements, for a period 
of four years;
