to suspend these actions while
efforts are being made to find
an adequate solution,

“We regret that violent reac-
tions have occurred to what has
been a non-violent Christian pro-
test against inequality. Our stu-
dents are not-responsible for and
have not participated in any of
the violence.

“This movement toward equal-
ity was originated by students
and is being donducted by stu-
dents.”

Commlttee Planned

Mayor Jesse Washburn, after a
meeting with members of the
Ministers Alliance, which includes
both races, has set about appoint-
ing a communitywide ““human re.
lations s committee.” He expects
to have the final selection within
a week.

Meanwhile, to maintain peace,
Both white' and Negro leaders
agreed to attempt to engineer a
truce among the youthful partici-
pants-in the violence. Apparently
these leaders .already have met
with ‘some ‘measure of success.
