Twenty-five Negro ministers
Ind pastors from the Greensboro
area released a prepared state-
ment yesterday "as a means of
making knoWn our views On the
students' sitdown protest at lunch
counters in variety stores."

The ministers supported the ob-
jective of the students and com.-
mended them "for their cour-
age," Stating that segregation . is
morally' wrong, the ministers
said it would be "a cancer on the
moral leadership of • the U.S. in
world affairs and missionary ef-
forts . . ."

"With faith in the leadership
of Greensboro, we believe - that
not only will the lunch counters
be open withoUt, discrlrelhation,
but our city will move forWard In
breaking down all legal barriers
