5. Our efforts to emerge as
future civil rights leaders have
been overlooked and credit has
not been given where cred1t is
due,

6. We have carried the major
burden’ of this protest and the
sacrifices that we have .made
have been ignored.

“The letter also said: ‘‘To those
who have destroyed our faith, we
feel that they have also destroyed
the aims and objectives of the
national office and our intentions
and desires are to focus attention
on the negligence and inadequate
leadership of the Wmston-Salem
‘branch.”
