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I. INTRODUCTION: ABOUT GREENSBORO, NC
The City of Greensboro operates a collaborative municipal government moving the City forward towards a goal of high quality, cost effective municipal services. The three key priorities of the City are economic development, public safety and infrastructure. Greensboro is proud of the organizational service excellence companioned with community and economic growth. The core values are honesty, integrity, stewardship and respect. The City embraces fiscal stewardship and innovation.

The City Manager is appointed by City Council. The Manager prepares Council meeting agendas, implements all policies, programs and ordinances and develops the annual fiscal year budget. The Manager is responsible for overseeing the operations of 22 departments and over 3,000 employees. The Manager also evaluates overall community concerns and works toward solutions to problems.

Greensboro operates on a Council-Manager form of government, established in 1923. There are five Council districts in Greensboro represented by an elected Council Member. Four additional Council Members are elected “at large” with one of the Members elected specifically for Mayor. The Council members serve four year terms with elections held in odd years.

GREENSBORO INTERESTING FACTS

· Greensboro was settled by Quakers from Pennsylvania in the 1750’s originally establishing the New Garden Monthly Meeting.

· The City was established in 1808 as Guilford County, NC seat and was named for Revolutionary War General Nathanael Greene.

· Greensboro is the 3rd largest city in North Carolina based on population.

· The current Census reports Greensboro is 290,222.

· There are 1,040 miles of paved streets, 543 miles of sidewalks, 1,827 miles of water lines and 1,648 miles of sewer lines.

· The City has 9 library locations, 27 fire stations.

· There are 115 facilities owned by the City of Greensboro.

· Greensboro hosts 6 major colleges and universities including a joint research park and a well-respected law school.
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· Several sports teams make Greensboro home: Greensboro Grasshoppers, a minor league baseball team and NC Fusion, top level men’s amateur soccer affiliation, The Swarm, an affiliate NBA development league of the Charlotte Hornets, and the Carolina Cobras, an indoor football team playing in the National Arena League.

· Greensboro is home to the Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC) and the Wyndham Championship.

[bookmark: _TOC_250017]OVERVIEW

This ADA Transition Plan update is part of the process in creating a current and living ADA Transition Plan. This document takes information from previous work completed in 2016 and updates it as well as adds crucial current information to it. The completion of the pedestrian facilities and vertical facilities is a major accomplishment. A solid inventory of these facilities is how Greensboro will ensure residents have access when and where they need it. Greensboro’s ADA program has established an ADA Working Committee to address a number of ADA topics including but not limited to: upgrades to existing facilities, reviews of programs and services, ongoing internet accessibility efforts and additional self-assessments where determined necessary. The City of Greensboro recognizes the need for all North Carolina residents to have accessibility and is committed to this work of ensuring ADA assessment and transition is an ongoing process with the ultimate goal of equal access for all who live, work or play in Greensboro, North Carolina.

The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) applies to all public buildings and facilities owned by the City of Greensboro, including those constructed before and after 1990. As a necessary step to developing an ADA program, state and local government, public entities or agencies such as the City of Greensboro are required to conduct self- assessments of their buildings and facilities, pedestrian right-of-ways (sidewalks, curb cuts, and curb ramps), services, policies, and practices in accordance with accessibility requirements of the ADA.

The Department’s ADA Self-Assessment & Transition Plan addresses certain titles within the ADA. The 2019 ADA Transition Plan serves as a document detailing assessments and plans. The City began a self-assessment of its owned, buildings and facilities in 2016 and provides an update to the status of that assessment in this Transition Plan.

In this regard, we support and comply with the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) and will not discriminate against qualified individuals on the basis of disability in our services, programs, or activities.

Employment: Employees are our most important resource. The City of Greensboro will not discriminate on the basis of disability in our hiring or employment practices. The City fully supports and complies with all ADA regulations of the U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission.

Communication: The City of Greensboro is committed to providing all residents with the opportunity to participate fully in the public process as well as in our programs, services, and activities. As we strive to be open, ensure access, and encourage involvement, the City will, upon request, provide appropriate aids and services leading to effective communication for qualified persons with disabilities.

Modifications to Policies and Procedures: The City of Greensboro will make reasonable modifications to policies and programs to ensure that persons with disabilities have an equal opportunity to enjoy and participate in our programs, services, and activities. Persons requiring auxiliary aids or services for effective communication, or a modification to policies or procedures in order to participate in a City program, service, or activity should contact the City’s Community Relations Manager/ADA Coordinator as soon as possible but no later than three business days before the scheduled event. Please note that more time might be needed to ensure that auxiliary aids or services are available or to research, recommend, and/or modify the related policies or procedures.

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THE AMERICANS WITH DISABILTIES ACT

The ADA was enacted on July 26, 1990 and provided comprehensive civil rights protection to persons with disabilities in the areas of employment, state and local government services to include transportation, access to public accommodations, and telecommunications. ADA is companion civil rights legislation with the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973. The ADA also requires employers to make reasonable accommodations for applicants and employees with disabilities. The ADA Titles applicable to Greensboro’s self-assessment and Transition Plan are as follows:

I. Employment
II. State and local government services
III. Public accommodations
IV. Telecommunications
V. Miscellaneous Provisions

Title II of the ADA prohibits disability discrimination by all public entities at the local, state and federal level. Title II specifically addresses the subject of making public services, programs and public transportation accessible to those with disabilities. In order to accomplish this, the U.S. Department of Justice developed regulations requiring public entities to conduct a self-evaluation of the accessibility of its programs, services and activities to determine whether issues of accessibility could be addressed through changes in the way such programs, services and activities are provided. Public entities such as the City of Greensboro may provide program accessibility in the following ways:

· Structural changes to existing facilities
· Construction of additional facilities
· Assignment of aids to beneficiaries
· Provision of services at alternate accessible sites
· Modification of Services

Title IV of the ADA requires a state or local government agency to provide a means to utilize telecommunications relay services (TRS) and telecommunications devices for the deaf and speech impaired (TDD). TRS is a telephone service that allows persons with hearing or speech disabilities to place and receive telephone calls. TRS is available in all 50 states, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico and the U.S. territories for local and/or long distance calls. There is no cost to the TRS user. The term TDD means telecommunications device for the deaf. This device is a machine which uses text communications through telephone networks.
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[bookmark: _TOC_250015]ADA AND ITS RELATIONSHIP TO OTHER LAWS

Title II of ADA is companion legislation to two previous federal statutes and regulations: the Architectural Barriers Act (ABA) of 1968 and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

The Architectural Barriers Act of 1968 is a Federal law that requires facilities designed, built, altered or leased with Federal funds to be accessible. The Architectural Barriers Act marks one of the first efforts to ensure access to the built environment.

Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 is a Federal law that protects qualified individuals from discrimination based on their disability. The nondiscrimination requirements of the law apply to employers and organizations that receive financial assistance from any Federal department or agency. Title II of ADA extended this coverage to all state and local government entities, regardless of whether they receive federal funding or not.

[bookmark: _TOC_250014]STATE AND FEDERAL LAWS AND REGULATIONS

Under Title II, City of Greensboro must meet these general requirements:

· Must operate their programs so that, when viewed in their entirety, the programs are accessible to and useable by individuals with disabilities [28 CFR Sec. 35.150].

· May not refuse to allow a person with a disability to participate in a service, program or activity simply because the person has a disability [28 CFR Sec. 35.130 (a)].

· Must make reasonable modifications in policies, practices and procedures that deny equal access to individuals with disabilities unless a fundamental alteration in the program would result [28 CFR Sec. 35.130(b)(7)].

· May not provide services or benefits to individuals with disabilities through programs that are separate or different unless the separate or different measures are necessary to ensure that benefits and services are equally effective [28 CFR Sec. 35.130(b)(iv) & (d)].

· Must take appropriate steps to ensure that communications with applicants, participants and members of the public with disabilities are as effective as communications with others [29 CFR Sec. 35.160(a)].

· Must designate at least one responsible employee to coordinate ADA compliance [28 CFR Sec. 35.107(a)]. This person is typically referred to as the ADA Coordinator. The public entity must provide the ADA Coordinator's name,
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office address, and telephone number to all interested individuals [28 CFR Sec. 35.107(a)].

· Must provide notice of ADA requirements. All public entities, regardless of size, must provide information about the rights and protections of Title II to applicants, participants, beneficiaries, employees, and other interested persons [28 CFR Sec. 35.106]. The notice must include the identification of the employee serving as the ADA Coordinator and must provide this information on an ongoing basis [28 CFR Sec. 104.8(a)].

· Must establish a grievance procedure. Public entities must adopt and publish grievance procedures providing for prompt and equitable resolution of complaints [28 CFR Sec. 35.107(b)]. This requirement provides for a timely resolution of all problems or conflicts related to ADA compliance before they escalate to litigation and/or the federal complaint process.

[bookmark: _TOC_250013]GREENSBORO ADA PROGRAM

The City of Greensboro’s ADA Program is part of the Legislative Department and consists of an ADA Coordinator, ADA Working Committee and the ADA Grievance Appeal Committee. The ADA Coordinator works to ensure all programs and services offered by Greensboro are accessible to all who have a disability as defined by the ADA.

The ADA Coordinator’s responsibilities include:

· Ensuring contact information for ADA Coordinator is included in the ADA Policy Statement;
· Identifying and eliminating ADA/504 discrimination when found to exist;
· Developing ADA/504 information for dissemination to the general public and employees;
· Collaborating and coordinating ADA compliance efforts with the heads of Greensboro departments or their designees;
· Establishing and maintaining collaborative relationships with external stakeholders, such as disability advocacy groups and sub-recipients;
· Monitoring services, policies, procedures, practices and processes with respect to ADA compliance and identifying compliance shortcomings and remedial measures for compliance;
· Processing disability discrimination complaint investigations;
· Coordination of the self-assessment and Transition Plan;
· Developing procedures and coordinating requests for auxiliary aids and requests for reasonable accommodations;
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· Coordinating inspections of facilities, buildings, and pedestrian right-of-ways such as curb cuts, curb ramps, and pedestrian facilities; and
· Providing or coordinating ADA training;

All facilities owned by the City of Greensboro in which the public conducts business will be physically accessible.

All programs provided by Greensboro will be accessible, meaning accommodations may need to be provided for the public to access a particular program, including hearings and workshops. The City will provide qualified individuals with disabilities an equal opportunity to benefit from the full range of employment-related opportunities available to others. The City makes reasonable accommodations to the known physical or mental limitations of otherwise qualified individuals with disabilities.

The Human Resources Safety Administrator is responsible for handling reasonable accommodation requests from employees or applicants as well as complaints from the general public. Greensboro utilizes the “Reasonable Accommodation Policy” located in the City of Greensboro Human Resources Manual and adopts the “Reasonable Accommodation Policy” to process internal ADA complaints of discrimination, retaliation, and requests for reasonable accommodation filed by employees and applicants. Any part- time or full-time temporary, permanent, probationary status employee or applicant is eligible to file a complaint of disability discrimination including dissatisfaction with a decision concerning a request for reasonable accommodation. The procedure for disability complaints is taken from the City of Greensboro Employee Grievance Policy and Procedure. All grievance, complaint and reasonable accommodation policies and procedures as well as applicable forms can be found in Appendix 1.

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OUTREACH TO DISABILITY ORGANIZATIONS

The outreach effort to public disability related organizations included several disability advocacy committees and organizations in an effort to seek their participation and comments regarding the City of Greensboro ADA Transition Plan. Greensboro will continue to conduct outreach with disability related organizations as we conclude work on the self-assessment of pedestrian right-of-ways such as, curb cuts, curb ramps, and sidewalks. See Appendix 2 for further information.

OUTREACH FOR PUBLIC COMMENT

Regular public meetings are held to solicit public input related to roadway, sidewalk, and greenway projects and plans on walking conditions including barriers to accessibility. In addition, the Greensboro Urban Area Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC) meets on a quarterly basis and provides feedback on issues including accessibility issues, GDOT inventory projects, and plans for future improvements. Future GDOT and BPAC meetings will also provide additional opportunities to gain input on the ADA Transition Plan. In addition, the City responds to community requests and complaints to remove barriers to accessibility at specific locations on an as needed basis. Sixteen (16) such meetings have been held to date. See Appendix 3 for further information.

City of Greensboro hosted workshops to increase knowledge of ADA requirements to ensure the vertical and physical facilities are accessible. Other municipal staff also attended. For detailed information, please see Appendix 4.

The City of Greensboro is responsible for demonstrating its programs, services, and activities are provided without discrimination. In order to accomplish this, Greensboro has conducted a self-assessment of the accessibility of its activities, programs and services to determine whether issues of accessibility can be addressed through changes in the way such programs and services are provided. A self-assessment has been conducted of Greensboro-owned buildings and facilities, telecommunication services, the City’s website, www.greensboro-nc.gov, and most recently a self-assessment/inventory has been completed of sidewalks and curb cuts/ramps.

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III. SELF-ASSESSMENT OF BUILDINGS & FACILITIES
Program Facilities: The City will provide direct access to programs, services, and activities offered. Direct access means that buildings and facilities will meet the ADA standards to enable individuals with disabilities access and provide an integrated environment for persons with disabilities. Facilities and buildings serving the general public must comply with the ADA standards. These facilities and buildings can be found in Appendices 6 and 7.

Facilities and buildings that normally do not allow access to the general public, but occasionally have commercial or other limited access will not need to upgrade facilities, but may need to make accommodations for employees and applicants with disabilities. These facilities are listed in Appendices 8 and 9.

Three divisions of the Engineering & Inspections Department are dedicated to the aspects of buildings in Greensboro.

1. Facilities division is responsible for the maintenance and repair of all City-owned buildings. Facilities provides mechanical, structural, and custodial services as well as construction services. This division also manages an energy program for its facilities and is responsible for the implementation of the City's energy conservation program.

2. Facilities Management division provides project management and oversight for the design, contract management, and construction of any City facility. This divi- sion manages all new construction of City of Greensboro facilities, such as librar- ies, fire and police stations, and any City facility renovation projects. Facilities Man- agement provides cost estimates for structural and/or equipment modifications.

3. Development Services division is designed for access for all residential and commercial plan review, inspection and permitting needs for residents/ homeowners, design professionals and developers and contractors (residential and commercial.)

A self-assessment is designed to identify barriers to accessibility for persons with a disability. Where it is necessary to remove architectural barriers for program accessibility, the City of Greensboro in accordance with ADA and the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 is required to conduct a self-assessment and incorporate its findings into an ADA Transition Plan. Architectural barriers are elements of the facility structure that make the facility or portion thereof inaccessible to persons with a disability. Additionally, whereas Greensboro has the responsibility or authority over streets, roads, and walkways, its ADA Transition Plan provides a process for providing curb ramps, curb cuts, and sloped areas where pedestrian walks intersect curbs. Greensboro’s ADA Transition Plan outlines the structural modifications it will implement to improve its accessibility to people with disabilities. In addition, the process and schedule for structural modifications is addressed in Section III, Transition Plan of this document.

Completed inspection forms were returned to the ADA Coordinator. The building and facility inspection forms are divided into the four following sections:

Accessible Approach/Entrance includes the number of parking spaces, accessible parking spaces, location of accessible spaces, size of accessible parking spaces, presence and number of accessible van spaces and accessible signage;

Access to Goods and Services includes distance from parking area to the building or facility, presence of curb cuts, steps, ramp, or both, number of steps, slope from curb to building, and width of sidewalk; the inspection included proper landing area at door, clear door width, direction of door swing, type door opener, presence of a vestibule, distance to interior door, clear width of interior door, direction of swing of the interior door, type of door opener and poundage of door closure; also inspected was desk height service counter, unobstructed corridor width, door hardware on doors with public access, blocked exit doors, elevators for multi-story buildings, and evacuation plans; also included existence of a public water fountain and its compliance with ADA standards;

Usability of Restrooms includes public restrooms/fixtures and their compliance with ADA standards; and

Additional Access includes drinking fountains, public telephones and fire alarms.
After inspection the appropriate management personnel are notified in writing of ADA non-compliant buildings and facilities. The specific facilities and buildings, corrective
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action required to bring facilities and buildings into ADA compliance, and an estimate of cost is forwarded along with the notification. Management staff shall contact the ADA Coordinator once the facility and/or building is in ADA compliance.

Buildings and facilities are categorized in accordance with the frequency of public use. The category determines the priority in which to bring buildings and facilities into ADA compliance. Depending on frequency of public usage, part of a facility may have a different priority status. Building and facility priority are categorized as high, medium, low and none (Appendices 6, 7, 8 and 9). Priority status may change at the discretion of Greensboro management.

Appendix 6: High Priority 1
Buildings and facilities with extremely frequent public usage of programs and services.

Appendix 7: Medium Priority 2
Buildings and facilities with moderate public usage of programs and services.

Appendices 8 and 9: Low Priority 3 and No Priority 4
Buildings and facilities with infrequent public access or facilities and buildings for which the public would have no public access needs.

The City’s current physical plant inventory consists of 115 facilities, 1,040 miles of paved streets, 543 miles of sidewalks, 1,827 miles of water lines and 1,648 miles of sewer lines.

[bookmark: _TOC_250010]SAFE HARBOR

The 2010 ADA regulations include a new concept called “safe harbor” that allows existing elements in pre March 15, 2012 facilities that fully complied with the 1991 ADA standards to remain in place until those elements are altered. The exception applies to elements that might otherwise have to be modified under 1) the program access requirement for public entities, 2) the readily achievable barrier removal requirement for the places of public accommodation, or 3) the path of travel requirement for any alteration that affects the usability of a primary function area in any covered facility.

The safe harbor concept is relatively simple. Where the 2010 standards made incremental improvements to require greater accessibility, elements built or altered to be in compliance with the 1991 standards do not have to be altered or replaced to comply with the new standard until they are altered or replaced for some other purpose.

[bookmark: _TOC_250009]CITY OWNED FACILITIES

City’s long-range Capital Improvements Program, developed annually, and provides for the construction or purchase of new buildings, the renovation and/or expansion. An important consideration in the design of new construction and/or renovation projects is the removal of barriers that restrict access by persons with disabilities to public programs, services and activities.
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City of Greensboro Administrative Building: Administrative offices customarily engage the general public, business, and commerce and are required to provide access to people with disabilities. Administrative units that have programs aimed at specific commercial or business groups but do not normally have access to the general public can provide program access through accommodation without modifying facilities.

	Water	Resources	provides	dependable	water, wastewater and stormwater services with administrative
building, warehouse building, reclamation plant and three pump/filter plants.

	The largest department consists of services through parks & gardens, lakes, trails & greenways, golf courses, recreation centers, seasonal pools and spraygrounds,
arts & culture, sports, fitness, adaptive and inclusive recreation and two dedicated senior center.

Greensboro, NC supports the ADA, Title IV Telecommunications, and section 401 of the Communications Act of 1934. Section 401 addresses the telecommunications relay services for the hearing-impaired and speech-impaired individuals. The Federal Communications Commission is responsible for enforcing Title IV to ensure that telecommunications relay services are provided nationwide.

The City of Greensboro is accessible through Relay NC. This relay service provides telephone accessibility to people who are deaf, hard-of-hearing or speech-disabled by dialing 1-800-735-2692 or 711. Relay NC is available 24 hours a day,365 days a year, with no restrictions on the number of calls placed or on the their length.

Guilford Metro 9-1-1 telephone equipment uses Telecommunications Devices for the Deaf (TDD/TTY devices), either in Baudot or the ASCII format. Using this technology, a 9-1-1 telecommunicator can type any question or message to the caller, and the caller‘s responses are displayed on screen for the telecommunicator to read.

Guilford Metro 9-1-1 also has the capability for “Text to 9-1-1” services through TTY, Internet Protocol (IP), or other technologies. Carriers provide the service based on the call centers’ requests.

In addition, in order to provide equal access a public accommodation is required to make available appropriate auxiliary aids and services where necessary to ensure effective communication. For individuals with vision impairments, appropriate auxiliary aids include qualified readers, audio recordings, Braille materials, large print materials, taped texts and assistance in locating items.

Auxiliary aids and services include: 1) qualified interpreters, note takers, computer-aided transcription services, written materials, telephone handset amplifiers, assisting listening devices and systems, telephones compatible with hearing aids, closed caption decoders, open and closed captioning, telecommunications devices for deaf persons (TDD's), videotext displays, or other effective methods of making aurally delivered materials available to individuals with hearing impairments; 2) acquisition or modification of equipment or devices; and 3) other similar services and actions.

Documents provided by public entities are subject to the requirement of effective communication. Thus, where a public entity provides information in written form, it must, when requested, make that information available in an accessible format to individuals with vision impairments. When an auxiliary aid or service is required, the public entity
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must provide an opportunity for individuals with disabilities to request the auxiliary aids and services of their choice.

Greensboro references providing auxiliary aids upon request in its ADA policy statement and in all public meeting notices.

[bookmark: _TOC_250006]GREENSBORO TELEVISION NETWORK (GTN)

Greensboro's government cable channel, GTN, is dedicated to providing City government information. GTN is available to subscribers of Spectrum (formerly Time Warner Cable) and can also be viewed on AT&T U-verse throughout the Triad.

GTN was founded in 1995 with a grant from Time Warner Cable as part of the City's Cable Television Franchise Agreement.

The station operates 24 hours a day, seven days a week, with programs and information focusing on City government activities. Live meetings including Greensboro City Council and Guilford County Commissioners, bimonthly, and Greensboro Zoning Commission, monthly, are close captioned. The recorded live meetings also have the captioning when replayed throughout each month. Audio amplification devices are available in the City’s Council Chamber for individuals attending in person.

[bookmark: _TOC_250005]GREENSBORO INTERNET ACCESS

Greensboro-nc.gov is the public’s gateway to the City of Greensboro.

People seeking information about City services, places to visit or finding out how their tax dollars are being spent visit the City’s website. Due to its public focus, Section 508 requires the site to be accessible to people with disabilities. The City of Greensboro is committed to making our website accessible to all users, regardless of abilities. The goal is to provide online content and services that conform to Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act as amended by Congress in 1998 and revised in 2018. Conformance with Section 508 standards results in a website that is perceivable, operable, understandable and robust.

Website accessibility standards are incorporated into the design and maintenance of the website to ensure accessibility for all people regardless of ability or method of access. If the City becomes aware that a piece of content on its own website does not conform Section 508 standards, it will act with reasonable speed to update the content so that it conforms to the standards, or it will remove the nonconforming content.

The City of Greensboro is required to provide effective communication, regardless of whether they generally communicate through print media, audio media, or computerized media, such as the Internet. Covered entities that use the Internet for communications regarding their programs, goods, or services must be prepared to offer those communications through accessible means as well.
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The City of Greensboro has developed a plan of action for internet accessibility compliance. The plan of action is addressed in Section III, entitled “Transition Plan”, of this document.

The City of Greensboro is committed to making our website accessible to all users, including those with disabilities. Our goal is to provide online content and services that conform to Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act as amended by Congress in 1998 and revised in 2018.

The City’s IT Department purchased Siteimprove, an integrated system-wide tool used to improve the quality of web content. This tool assists in meeting the obligation of having the most accessible website possible. The tool was implemented in February 2018 as the newly redesigned website was launched. SiteImprove’s Accessibility web crawler scans for issues, as defined by the WCAG 2 Guidelines, on our website, every 5 days. Issues are grouped by conformance level and severity (error, warning and review). We have chosen the Level AA guidelines. Existing and recurring Accessibility and Quality Assurance issues are addressed/resolved at least once a week by the Web Architect.

The Accessibility Score is a measure of how well a site meets the standards set out in WCAG (Web Content Accessibility Guidelines) 2.0. As of November 2018, our SiteImprove Accessibility score is 93.7 whereas the average government benchmark is only 65.7.

The Quality Assurance Score is a measure of the credibility and usability of the user- facing aspects of a site (i.e. broken links, misspelled words). As of November 2018, our SiteImprove Quality Assurance score is 98.9 as compared to the average government benchmark score of 79.8.

The City incorporates website accessibility standards into the design and maintenance of the website to ensure accessibility for all people regardless of ability or method of access. If the City becomes aware that a piece of content on its own website does not conform Section 508 standards, it will act with reasonable speed to update the content so that it conforms to the standards, or it will remove the nonconforming content. The goal is to comply with WCAG 2.0 Level AA for the website.

To further enhance website accessibility, a navigational link has been added to the social links footer area to the ADA Compliance section of the web.

IV. SELF-EVALUATION AND ACTION PLAN FOR PEDESTRIAN FACILITIES

As a part of the self-evaluation process, the City of Greensboro has conducted an inventory and evaluation of pedestrian facilities within its public right-of-way including sidewalks and curb ramps. Approximately 438 miles of sidewalk and 6,499 curb ramps were evaluated for ADA compliance. Future phases of the ADA transition plan are expected to complete the survey of the remaining 68 miles of sidewalk and associated curb ramps in the city by the end of 2019. This report shows the methodology to collect the data, the features collected, results, barriers, and actions to remove barriers.

I. Methodology
Identify area boundary and priority to conduct the ADA self-evaluation
The area boundary was defined as the City limits. The data collection and self- evaluation priority was defined relative to roadway types. Four types of roadways were identified:
(1) Downtown
(2) Major roads
(3) Bus routes not on major routes
(4) Other roads

III. Identify features to collect
a. Sidewalks
The priority of fieldwork survey was based on street classifications and locations. The priorities were #1 downtown roads, #2 major roads, and #3 bus routes. The #4 priority roads were located close to major locations such as schools, colleges, hospitals, parks, and retail centers. The rest of the local road system, 68 miles in all, was defined as priority #5, the lowest priority for completion before the deadline of this self-evaluation.

An evaluation was performed on a total of 261 miles of sidewalk in downtown, major roads, and bus routes. Of the total 261 miles, 236 miles were inventoried and found that 25 miles are within the area to be developed for sidewalk and roadway projects. Other roads of 175 miles close to the hospitals, schools, colleges, parks, and retail centers were
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evaluated; 2 miles are within the area of sidewalk and roadway projects already developed.

The existing deficient or inaccessible sidewalks contained within the limits of roadway corridor sidewalk improvement projects planned for construction by 2025 were not inventoried because all accessibility barriers and non-compliant ramps associated with such locations will be corrected by the construction projects. The completed portion of the inventory includes all roadways connecting to significant public facilities, services, and major destinations and incorporates roadways with higher levels of pedestrian demand. The survey is still ongoing to complete the remaining 68 miles of sidewalks by the end of 2019 and will be presented in an updated ADA Transition plan.

The ADA compliance of sidewalks were evaluated based on the presence of obstructions that made the available width less than 3 feet and tripping hazards such as sidewalk and driveway cross slopes exceeding 2%, significant cracking, root heave, potholes, uneven sidewalk, and scaling. If the sidewalk had at least one of these barriers, it was identified as non-ADA compliant.

* City sidewalk construction projects retrofit roadways to add sidewalk were none exists, but they also remove accessibility barriers and replace inaccessible features with ADA compliant features including ramps, cross slopes, minimum widths in any existing sidewalk found within the project limits. For example, if one side has sidewalks already, and sidewalks are being added on the other side, barriers on the existing sidewalk will be removed as a part of the project.

** Non ADA compliant sidewalk is a tally of all of the segments that has at least one of the barriers including presence of obstructions that made the available width less than 3 feet and tripping hazard such as cross slope more than 2%, driveway with slope more than 2%, crack, root heave, potholes, uneven sidewalk, and scaling.

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b. Curb ramps
Curb ramps are an important part of pedestrian facilities that help people access the sidewalk and street. To comply with ADA requirements, the ramps must comply with requirements for cross slope (less than 2%), running slope (less than 8.3%), width (minimum 4 feet), and the existence of detectable warning, truncated domes, and top landings.

IV. Prioritize improvements and action plan to remove barriers
The City of Greensboro will continue to utilize many different approaches in removing barriers in the public right-of-way through constructing sidewalks, roadways, and resurfacing projects and ensure the appropriate designs and construction follow the most up-to-date guidelines to fulfill the ADA requirements. Many of the barriers can be easily updated. For example, installing truncated domes to create a detectable warning. The City of Greensboro will prioritize the improvements and remove barriers using the process of developing sidewalk projects, roadway projects, NCDOT projects, and resurfacing. Over the next 5 years, approximately 7,396 ramps will be constructed or upgraded through these projects.
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In addition to working to complete these inventories, the City is currently fulfilling its responsibilities under ADA for upgrading public rights in a systemic fashion. As resurfacing is completed each year, the City’s Field Operations Department adds new curb ramps to existing sidewalks where needed and replaces/updates all non-compliant ramps in the area of resurfacing. This will lead to a fully compliant accessible ramp inventory. Estimating 7% of city streets per year, it is projected that these improvements will be completed within 15 years. Additionally, a new policy and procedure will be put in place for the 2019 resurfacing cycle, in which GDOT will review all contractor’s specifications for additions or replacements of curb ramps for compliance with the ADA. The goal of this policy is to ensure that all ramps replacements are identified. To further assist with this goal, GDOT hosted an Institute for Transportation research and Education (ITRE) workshop in September 2018 for Designing Accessible Public Spaces to update all the City of Greensboro engineers, inspectors, maintenance staff, and others involved in the construction and inspection of sidewalks, curb ramps and cuts. This workshop was open to surrounding municipalities.

Each year, the City issues sidewalk repair and replacement contracts and new sidewalk construction contracts. Since 2015, 22.8 miles of new sidewalk construction has been completed. In addition to adding new sidewalks, these projects have removed barriers to accessibility on existing sidewalk sections within the project limits. These projects add curb ramps where needed and replace non-compliant ramps. They also remove barriers to accessibility such as uneven pavement, tripping hazards, and slope issues where present.

When the old sidewalk is repaired or the new sidewalk is built, Field Ops and Engineering will send the information to GDOT to update the geodatabase. Based on the work order and information from Field Ops and Engineering, GDOT will update the database to keep the data current and keep track of the ADA compliance of sidewalk and curb ramps.

The Greensboro Department of Transportation regularly holds public meetings related to roadway, sidewalk, and greenway projects and plans for public input on walking conditions including barriers to accessibility. In FY 2017-2018 and 2018-2019, twenty- four such meetings were held:

The Greensboro Urban Area Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC) meets on a quarterly basis and provides feedback on issues including accessibility issues, GDOTs inventory projects, and plans for future improvements.

The City will continue to hold public meetings to gather public input on accessibility concerns. The Greensboro Urban Area Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee continues to meet quarterly and also captures public input regarding pedestrian accessibility. In addition, the City responds to community requests and complaints to remove barriers to accessibility at specific locations on an as needed basis.

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1. METHODS OF BARRIER REMOVAL & COSTS

The methods used to remove the above listed barriers may include one or several solutions. Solutions include:

· Paving and striping of the parking lot
· Relocating and or striping of accessible and van accessible spaces
· Installation of correct signage
· Installation or re-installation of curb cuts and ramps
· Installation of level entry landing
· Replace or update doors or vestibules
· Install desk height service counters
· Re-route public traffic to eliminate narrow or blocked corridors
· Install new water fountains
· Remodel restrooms as needed
· Construct unisex restroom
· Relocate restroom fixtures
· Construction of new building to serve needed program
· Construct addition to facility to serve needed program
· Relocate program to accessible building

Barrier removal unit cost was estimated in 2019. The unit cost estimates are conservative figures regardless of whether the cost is replacement of the barrier and/or labor cost to adjust the barrier.

Barrier removal is based on building priority status. Under optimum financial conditions high priority buildings and facilities will be completed first followed by medium priority buildings and facilities and low priority buildings and facilities thereafter dependent upon available funding. Total cost of barrier removal is referenced in Appendix 10.

2. BUILDING AND FACILITIES ACTION PLAN

ADA Checklist for Existing Facilities forms have been compiled for every building and facility. The inspections were made based on the following criteria:

· Accessible Approach/Entrance
· Usability of Rest Rooms
· Access to Goods and Services
· Additional Access

New construction and renovations will comply with the current North Carolina Building Code as well as the Accessible and Usable Buildings and Facilities American National Standards as published by the International Code Council.

Greensboro's Transition Plan is a living document that will be updated routinely. The Greensboro ADA program will facilitate regular Transition Plan status updates. The ADA Program will continue to work closely with necessary departments throughout Greensboro to monitor the progress of ADA compliance efforts and ensure the plan is kept up to date to reflect those efforts. Greensboro will maintain an up-to-date Transition plan on its ADA Resources webpage and will have an official updated Transition Plan each 5 years.

4.1 Individual with a Disability - An employee or applicant who has a physical or mental impairment that substantially limits one or more major life activities, has a record of such impairment, or is regarded as having such impairment.
4.2 Essential Functions - Those job duties that are so fundamental to the position that the individual cannot do the job without being able to perform them. A function can be essential if: 1) the position exists specifically to perform the function, 2) there are a limited number of other employees who perform the function, or 3) the function is specialized and the employee was hired based on their ability to perform the specific function. Determining the essential functions must be made on a case by case basis to ensure they reflect the job as performed and not just recite the components of the position's documentation worksheet.
4.3 Responsible Official - The individual with responsibility for implementing this policy and processing requests for reasonable accommodation.
4.4 Reasonable Accommodation - Any change in the workplace or the way that things are customarily done that provides an equal employment opportunity to an individual with a disability. Common reasonable accommodations include:
modifying work schedules or supervisory methods;
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granting breaks or providing leave;

altering how or when job duties are performed; removing marginal job functions;
making changes in workplace policies; removing architectural barriers; reconfiguring workspaces;
providing accessible parking; and/or

providing a reassignment to another vacant job.

4.5 Undue Hardship - An undue hardship means significant difficulty or expense to the entire City organization and not just a department, division or section. In addition, undue hardship refers to reasonable accommodations that are unduly extensive, substantial or disruptive or those that would fundamentally alter the nature or operation of the City's business.
4.6 Reasonable Accommodation Committee - A group comprised of: the Safety & Health Manager; the Diversity & Inclusion Officer; the Employee Relations Consultant assigned to the requestor's department; the Law, Compliance & Development Manager; and a supervisor or manager from the requestor's department . The Reasonable Accommodation Committee, as a collective body, has the sole authority to grant or deny a request for reasonable accommodation.
5.0 ORGANIZATIONAL RULES
5.1 The reasonable accommodation process begins as soon as the request for accommodation is made. The request does not have to have be in writing and the requestor does not have to use the words "reasonable accommodation," "disability," or "ADA." The individual with a disability may request a reasonable accommodation at any time even if they have not previously disclosed the existence of a disability.
5.2 An employee, or third party on their behalf, may request reasonable accommodation (orally or in writing) from any person in their chain of command, the Human Resources Director, the Law, Compliance & Development Manager or the Safety and Health Manager.

5.3 In the employment application process, an applicant, or third party on their behalf, may request a reasonable accommodation (orally or in writing) from the hiring official or any employee in
the Human Resources Department's Employment Office. The Human Resources Department is responsible for training all hiring officials and staff involved in the recruitment and selection
process to recognize requests for reasonable accommodation and process them according to City policy and procedures. Department Directors are also responsible for on-going training of their
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staff to ensure they have been trained and remain abreast of City policies and procedures relative to reasonable accommodation requests.
5.4 A family member, health professional, or other representative may request a reasonable accommodation on behalf of an individual with a disability. The request must go to one of the individuals identified above. The responsible official must confirm (if possible) with the individual with a disability that they want an accommodation before proceeding.
5.5 Information obtained in connection with the reasonable accommodation process must be kept confidential. All medical information the City obtains in connection with a request for reasonable accommodation must be kept in files separate from the individual's personnel file. This includes the fact that an accommodation has been requested, approved or denied and extends to any information about the individual's functional limitations. The responsible official may share certain information with others on a limited basis including, but not limited to:

A. The individual's supervisor or other City officials when necessary to make appropriate determinations on a reasonable accommodation request. The information disclosed will be no more than necessary to process the request;
B. First aid and safety personnel if the individual's disability might require emergency treatment;
C. Government officials may be given information necessary to investigate the City's compliance with anti-discrimination laws; and
D. The City's workers' compensation offices or insurance carriers.

Whenever medical information is disclosed, the responsible official must inform the recipients of the information about the confidentiality requirements.
5.6 Requests for reasonable accommodation should be processed within thirty (30) business days from the date the request is made. The City will process requests and provide accommodations, where appropriate, in as short a period as reasonably possible. However, the time necessary
to process a request will depend on the nature of the accommodation, whether supporting information is needed, and the availability of resources to accommodate the request. If the responsible official must request medical information or documentation from the requestor's healthcare provider, the thirty (30) business day timeframe stops on the day that the responsible official makes a request for more information. The timeframe resumes on the day that the requested information is received by the responsible official.
5.7 In certain circumstances, a request for reasonable accommodation requires an expedited review and decision. This includes, but is not limited to: whenever an accommodation is needed to enable an applicant to apply for a job; and whenever an accommodation is needed to enable an employee to attend a meeting that is scheduled to occur soon.
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5.8 There may be circumstances that the City could not reasonably have anticipated or avoided in advance, or that are beyond the City's ability to control. If so, the time for processing a request for reasonable accommodation will be extended beyond the thirty (30) day time frame as reasonably necessary.

5.9 The City has no obligation to provide an accommodation if the accommodation would result in undue hardship.

5.10 The City shall include information on how to request reasonable accommodations in each job advertisement and offer letter provided to newly hired employees.

5.11 If an accommodation is needed regularly or on a recurring basis, the responsible official will arrange with management officials to make sure the accommodation is provided. The individual with a disability does not have to make a new request each time an accommodation is needed.

5.12 The City will consider reassignment as a reasonable accommodation only as a last resort . The City's preference is to first consider accommodations that will enable an individual with a disability to perform the essential functions of their position. If the City reassigns an employee to a vacant position for which they are qualified as a reasonable accommodation, then the reassignment will be considered a transfer at the City's request . See Employee Transfers, D-9. The City has no obligation to bump an employee from a job in order to create a vacancy; nor does it have an obligation to create a new position. Transfers to open positions will be considered for no more than 6 months from the date the employee was placed in a leave without pay status due to their inability to do the essential functions of their position. If the employee cannot  be transferred into another  position for which they are minimally qualified within 6 months, the City may separate its employment relationship with the employee.
6.0 PROCEDURES
6.1 The individual with a disability, or a third party on their behalf, makes an oral or written request for an accommodation. Written requests are to be submitted on the Confirmation of Request form. If an individual or third party makes an oral request, the responsible official must ensure that the Confirmation of Request form is completed.
6.2 If an individual or a third party makes a request for a reasonable accommodation to someone other than the responsible official, the recipient must forward the request to the responsible official immediately, and not more than two (2) business days of receiving the request.
6.3 The responsible official must contact the individual with a disability within five (5) business days after the request is made. The responsible official must begin an interactive process with the individual, or third party on their behalf. They should discuss the precise nature of the problem that is generating the request, how a disability is prompting the need for an accommodation and alternative accommodations that may be effective in meeting an individual's needs.
6.4 If the individual's disability and/or need for an accommodation are not obvious or already known, the responsible official may ask for and receive medical information showing that the
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requestor has a covered disability that requires accommodation. If so, it is the requestor's obligation to provide appropriate medical information to the responsible official. The responsible official may provide the requestor a list of questions to give to their healthcare provider to answer. Also, the responsible official may ask the requestor to sign a limited release permitting Medical Services to contact the provider for additional information . The medical information will be reviewed by the City's medical provider.
6.5 Decision on Reasonable Accommodation Request

The decision to grant or deny a reasonable accommodation request rests with the Reasonable Accommodation Committee.

A. Request is granted - As soon as the Reasonable Accommodation Committee determines that a reasonable accommodation will be provided, the decision should be immediately communicated to the individual with a disability. The responsible official will give the
Resolution of Request Form to the individual with a disability. If the accommodation cannot be provided timely, then the responsible official must inform the individual with a disability of an approximate time frame when the accommodation can be provided. The Resolution of Request Form must be in writing and signed by the responsible official.
B. Request is denied- When the Reasonable Accommodation Committee determines that a request for reasonable accommodation will be denied, they must complete the Resolution of Request Form. The responsible official must explain why the requested accommodation
has been denied. The decision must be written in plain language and clearly state the specific reason(s) for the denial. Denial is appropriate if the requested accommodation would
result in undue hardship to the City. Before reaching this determination, the Reasonable Accommodation Committee must have explored if other effective accommodations exist that would not impose undue hardship on the City and would not incur a safety hazard for the employee, other employees of the City, or citizens.
Where the denial also includes an offer to make a different accommodation which was not agreed to during the communication process, the Resolution  of Request Form will explain both the reasons for the denial and the reasons why the chosen accommodation would be more effective and would result in less undue hardship.
C. Reconsideration- An individual with a disability, or a third party on  their behalf, can ask the Human Resources Director to reconsider the Reasonable Accommodation Committee's decision. An individual must request reconsideration within ten (10) business days ofreceiving the resolution form.
6.11 Required Tracking and Monitoring - The responsible official will maintain the requests for reasonable accommodation for the employee's tenure with the City or for five years, whichever is longer. The responsible official will also prepare an annual report for all Directors that contain the following information related to reasonable accommodation requests:
