PROPOSED THOROUGHFARE PLAN UPDATE

At the July 18 City Council meeting, the Council will be asked to approve the updated
Thoroughfare and Collector Street Plan. The current collector street plan was adopted in in
the early 2000’s and has been revised periodically over the past 10 years.
The document establishes design standards, protects right-of-way and designates existing
collector streets while determines the locations of future street connections. 
The updated document combines two separate plans into a single, more user friendly map
and will serve as the official map identifying freeways, major and minor thoroughfares and
collector streets in the Greensboro Urban Area.
Staff has conducted a series of public engagement and outreach opportunities since February
2023 to receive feedback on the proposed changes which reflect changes in our roadway
network.
The MPO Transportation Advisory Committee adopted the plan and the Planning and Zoning
Commission favorably recommended the plan for adoption at their respective May meetings.

Secretary of Agriculture.

2. Appropriations Markups: The Senate Appropriations Committee met on July 13 to markup the

FY 2024 Legislative Branch; Commerce, Justice, Science, and Related Agencies; and Financial

Services and General Government Appropriations Bills. On the House side, the Appropriations

Committee is expected to markup the THUD bill this week.

3. Dear Colleague: On 7/9, Senate Majority Leader Chuck Schumer (D-NY) issued a “Dear

Colleague” letter outlining the Senate’s order of business for the next three weeks. The letter

lists the Bipartisan Rail Safety Act, the SAFE Baking Act, permitting reform, appropriations, and

the National Defense Authorization Act as top priorities for the upper chamber this month. The

Senate will also continue work on artificial intelligence legislation and judicial confirmations.

4. NDAA: On 7/11, the House Rules Committee will met to consider the House’s version of the FY

2024 National Defense Authorization Act. Once passed, House Speaker Kevin McCarthy plans to

bring the bill to the House floor for a vote.

5. Golf: PGA Tour leadership testified before the Senate Homeland Security Committee on the

PGA’s merger with the Saudi-backed LIV Golf League this week.

6. Biden: President Biden was in the United Kingdom on 7/10, where he met with King Charles III.
