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·         On May 4th Water Resources held a Model Water Tower Competition at the Craft Recreation Center. The competition was open to Individual students or teams (up to 4) in
Elementary (3rd, 4th, and 5th grades) and Middle School.

·         The Lake Townsend Water Treatment Plant has a planned 12 hour shutdown scheduled for Wednesday, May 15, 2024, to begin at 4 am. As part of the Townsend Electrical
Improvements Phase II Upgrades, the Construction Manager at Risk (CMAR) Harper General Contractors, will be installing an isolation valve between the water plant clear
well and finished water pumping station. The department’s top ten customers have been notified along with the Fire Department and asked to help conserve water if possible
during the 12-hour shutdown. Water Resources will suspend flushing, fire flow testing, loading of new water lines, and water hydrant testing during the shutdown

·         On May 15-17 Water Resources will be performing work to fold in isolation valves on the 40-year-old sewer force main that runs alongside Battleground Avenue from the
department’s Horsepen Creek Lift Station. The first valve will be installed near the intersection of New Garden Road and Battleground. The second valve will be installed
near 3400 Battleground Avenue, behind #7 Piccadilly Ct. This work will help the department in being better prepared in the event of future line breaks and minimizing the
amount of wastewater released from the forcemain. Most of the work will be performed at night to minimize disruption to traffic heading southbound on Battleground Ave and
there should be no impact to our utility customers. A news release updating the community will be issued ahead of the work. Part of the work will entail a video inspection of
the inside of the line to determine its condition. This information will in turn be used by the department’s engineering consultant for the Horsepen Creek Force Main
Rehabilitation Project that will take approximately five months to design. Once the design is complete, this problematic forcemain will be replaced to bolster the resiliency
and integrity of the sewer collection system in this sewershed

·         The department welcomed two new Guilford Apprenticeship Partnership (GAP) apprentices (Electrician candidates) who are starting the initial onboarding process. If
successfully onboarded, into the pre-apprenticeship, our department will have a total of four students in the City’s apprenticeship program

·         On May 9 Customer Service completed equipment upgrades in the meter services group’s meter shop with the installation of a new state-of-the-art meter test bench that is
compliant with national (American Water Works Association) standards for testing water meters. Employee training and certification on the system hardware and software
was completed, as well.

 

Transit
·         Federal Grants: The City was awarded two Federal Transportation Grants, totaling $3.25M, to support operations and the purchase of new buses for GTA.

·         10 Ton Vehicles Barred From Gorrell Street Bridge: Large vehicles, including buses and trucks have been barred from the Gorrell Street bridge over Murrow Boulevard.

Repairs are being designed now for a repair to lift the weight limit. A detour route has been provided to GTA, the Fire Department and Guilford County Schools.
