Engineering & Inspections

Downtown Greenway Phase 4:

« The sewer relocation work near Guilford Avenue. has been completed and Guilford Avenue. is back open.

o Work still continues on the sewer relocation near W. Friendly Avenue.

« A portion of the new storm drainage improvements have been installed near W. Friendly Avenue.

« The contractor will be mobilizing equipment in the area to start utility relocation work on W. McGee Street near N.
Cedar Street on Friday, June 14. Work will consist of upgrading the existing storm drainage to 72" and relocating the
existing water and sewer mains as necessary to accommodate the new storm line. We are targeting work being
completed mid-August prior to the schools starting back up for the Fall semester.

Greene Street Streetscape:
« Final water tie-ins were completed along the western side of the road between Friendly Avenue and Bellemeade
Street.
« Road base undercut work is nearing completion along the western side of the road.
« Milling and temporary paving work will be completed soon along the western side of the road. This will allow traffic to
be shifted over in the coming weeks for work to start along the eastern side of the road.

2015 Sidewalk Improvements Contract:
« Sidewalk work is currently underway in the intersection of W. Wendover Avenue and Big Tree Way and along Big
Tree Way to Bridford Parkway.

Alamance Church Road Widening:
« Construction of the overall project has been completed. Currently the contractor has been addressing minor punch list
items.

Murrow Boulevard Bridge Rehabilitation
« Some advance warning on this as the date to fully close Murrow Blvd is approaching to complete the bridge
work. While the northbound portion of Murrow Boulevard has been closed for some time the southbound portion will
also soon be closed (Monday June 17) essentially closing the entire street. This closure will last until the bridge work
is completed which is currently scheduled for October timeframe. A more detailed press release will come out next
week for public notice. The detour map is included as an attachment.

Water Resources

Transportation

« February One Parking Deck is Open: The new February One Park Deck, at 110 S. Davie St., is now open and
accepting hourly and monthly parkers. It is located at the corner of East Market Street and Davie Street, across from
the former News and Record site and adjacent to the future home of the Westin Greensboro. The February One Park
Deck adds nearly 720 spaces to the City’s downtown off-street parking inventory. The deck has electric vehicle
charging stations as well as automated and pay-on-foot stations for easy transactions. There are entrances on East
Market Street and Davie Street, and a future entrance on February One Place will open once a planned streetscape
project and hotel are complete.

+ New Counters to be Installed on Downtown Greenway: Sections of the downtown greenway will experience
intermittent closures next week as new eco-counter technology is installed in three locations, replacing existing
counter technology that has reached the end of its useful life. The counters collect continuous data about bicycle and
pedestrian use, including direction of travel. A new digital display near LoFi Park will show cumulative totals for the
greenway. This effort is a partnership between GDOT and Parks and Recreation.

« Call for Participation in the Neighborhood Traffic Management Program Opens June 21: Neighborhoods
interested in being considered for traffic management installations are invited to submit applications beginning June
21. Staff will host workshops to provide details about the program and the application process in the coming
weeks. The virtual meeting will be recorded and posted on the program for later reference.
